CLUB NIGHT 2008 CHECKLIST
This is a list of what you can expect to need for Club Night. You will need to be prepared to bring with you just about everything that you will need to set up your booth for Club Night, with the exception of ice and possibly CO2.

Beer Labels - Your kegs will be kept in a beer truck located directly

outside of the Hospitality Suite. To ensure consistency and avoid misplacement of your fine homebrewed libation, please print and fill out label, then attach to keg sealed in plastic protective bag (sandwich bags work nicely). Tape completely around keg with label 2" from the top of the keg. Please see attached instructions.

1. Beer – If you are bringing kegs, how many do you expect to bring? (I will need to know for an overall ice count.)

2. If you are not driving, do you need to make arrangements to ship your beer (kegs and/or bottles)?

3. CO2 - If you are flying and cannot bring your own CO2, please bring your own regulator(s) and quick connects. Listermann’s will be selling Cornelius Keg C02 chargers for $19.95 OR I will be able to rent a tank for you for $50 ($40 deposit which will be given back on Sunday + $10 non-refundable rental).  I must know ahead of time if you would like to rent a CO2 tank.
4. Buckets & Tubs – You will probably need at least one dump bucket and/or tub(s) for your beer. Please inform me if you are unable to bring your own and how many you might need.      

5. Tables & Chairs – Will be provided by the hotel. You can expect to have 10’X10’ of space available. Your table is 8’X30.” Let me know how many chairs you might need. Let me know if your club would like to be placed next to another. 
6. Set Up – Club Night will be in the Grand Ballroom on Friday, June 20th. We are expecting that we will be able to start setting up by 6:30pm that evening. So be prepared to work hard and set up quickly! I’ll inform you if this timeline changes.
7. Tear Down – Club Night will end between 11:30 and Midnight. Your club will need to be prepared to clear out as much as you can once the event has ended. If you need to finish Saturday morning, you will need to do so before 7am due to break out sessions beginning at 9am. (Please see the front desk for access back into the Ballroom.)

8. Food – You will want to decide if your club would like to serve any sort of food. Please keep in mind that electrical outlets are limited in the Ballroom. If you will need electricity, please let me know. You will need to be prepared with your own extension cords and power strips.

9. Plates, napkins, utensils, cups (Everyone will be expected to bring their tasting glasses!)

10. Shopping - You will be able to gather any needed supplies once you are in town. The hotel is located near all sorts of shopping: Kroger Grocery, Target, Cosco, etc.The Sheraton has a shuttle (only one) available at no extra cost. To have access, you will need to inform the front desk in advance to schedule a time. For those of you staying at sister hotels, please contact your hotel to check out your options. 

11.  For Sale! - Many clubs have memorabilia for sale. This might be a great way to raise funds for your club. Use your imagination!

12.  Homebrewers Choice Awards – There will be two Homebrewer’s Choice Awards given out to the club voted to have the best homebrew and the best overall presentation.

13.  Relax. Don’t worry. Have a homebrew. (This is the most often neglected item.)
